Hearing/Discussion

3.1  Brief Debrief Accreditation Visit

Accreditation came and went. President Alarcón announced that SBCC received nine commendations and three are very close to the Academic Senate: 1) Program Review, 2) SLOs Implementation, for which Mark Ferrer and Jack Friedlander deserve to be congratulated, and 3) Library and Learning Resources Center, so Ignacio congratulated Kenley Neufeld for the Library’s commendation. 

Tom Garey wanted to emphasize how Standards II and III had received only commendations and no recommendations. 

Kathy Molloy announced that in response to all the work on the Institutional Self-Study that was done on behalf of faculty by co-chair Dr. Kelly Lake, she would like the Academic Senate to pass a resolution in honor of the quiet tenacious manner with which Dr. Lake has tirelessly helped shepherded the project through to its successful conclusion. She said that she and Ignacio had worked on the resolution. Senator Molloy read the proposed resolution:
Whereas, Dr. Kelly Lake accepted the responsibility of Faculty Co-chair for the Santa Barbara City College Institutional Self Study for Reaffirmation of Accreditation of 2009;

Whereas, Dr. Kelly Lake showed great patience and sensitivity while instilling in us a sense of urgency and a need for diligence that proved to be indispensable in our work;

Endorsement of Superintendent/President’s Proposal for PSS Funding 

       Beginning 2010-2011
Kathy Molloy wanted to point out that the total $452,954 it is not all new funding, plus the position that is being requested. The funding request is to add/restore to the base $207,000 that was cut.  

Dean Nevins wanted to make sure that everyone was okay with voting on an item which involves backfilling without considering the categorical programs. They are different. This is basically a backfill discussion and he wanted to make sure that everyone was okay with discussing it separately from the categorical funds. (Categorical discussion on the agenda November 4 or 18)
EVP Jack Friedlander mentioned that the deans and he are working on categorical programs to come up with a way to identify essential backfill going forward for the next couple of years. The senate needs to be advised on what is being requested and what consequences there may be.
