SBCC Recognized as One of the Top 10 Community Colleges in the Nation

In September 2011, SBCC was named one of the top 10 community colleges in the nation
by the Aspen Institute College Excellence Program. This is indeed a prestigious honor as
there are almost 1,200 public community colleges nationwide and SBCC was the only finalist
named from California. We were selected based on the percentage of our students who
received certificates or associate degrees, transferred to a four-year university, or entered
employment upon leaving SBCC. This award reinforces SBCC’s commitment to giving stu-
dents the skills and training necessary to find work in today’s competitive job market or to
successfully transfer to a four-year college or university.

New Accelerated Programs to Increase Student Success
In the past one and one-half years, SBCC has received two federal grants as a Hispanic Serving

Institution (HSI) totaling more than $7 million to develop accelerated student programs. 
Express to Success: Launched in fall 2011, Express to Success is designed to enable students

to complete their pre-college English and math classes and their lower-level college require-
ments with the goal of transferring to a four-year institution in three years. The program
utilizes specialized curriculum, learning communities (groups of students) and additional
counseling and student services. For a list of current Express to Success classes, please turn to
pages 18-19 of this Schedule of Classes.

Express to Transfer: Scheduled to begin in fall 2012, Express to Transfer is an accelerated
program designed to support degree completion and transfer requirements for science, engi-
neering, technology and math (STEM) majors. Similar in format to Express to Success, the
goal is for enrolled students to complete the program in no more than two years and then
transfer in a STEM major to a four-year university. Funding also will be used to develop a
similar program for non-STEM majors. Students will be able to apply for the Express to
Transfer Program later this spring.

Transfer and Jobs
We are aware that our students are focused on both transferring and/or finding jobs and

offer a number of partnerships and programs to help reach those goals. For students interested
in transfer, SBCC currently has Transfer Admission Guarantee status with 11 universities
and has articulation agreements with 60 universities and colleges. This number is increasing
this spring as the college continues to explore new transfer agreements with additional part-
ners. For students interested in directly entering the job market, SBCC’s Career Technical
Programs offers a wide range of curriculum from automotive technology to culinary arts to
nursing. The Career Center is also available to help students identify their fields of interest
or possibly switch to another career.

Campus Life
In order to enhance their experiences at SBCC, we hope students will consider joining a

student club. The college sponsors a wide range of organizations for every interest where stu-
dents can meet and socialize with like-minded others. A number of the clubs, including the
Associated Student Body Student Senate, put a special emphasis on volunteer work and giving

ENGLISH, COMPOSITION AND LITERATURE
ENGLISH 120, COLLEGE RESEARCH SKILLS:
Practice in expository composition based on critical reading of short works and one book-length work. English 110 students are required
to register and pay for the one-unit corequisite, English 120, College Research Skills, designed to support the development of a research
paper. English 120 requirements are reviewed in English 110. Students must enroll in English 120 at the same time as they enroll in
English 110 (TR: CSU/UC TRANSFER LIMIT).
Students may locate the CRN for English 120 sections in one of two ways. In the printed version of the Class Schedule, English 120
sections are listed after their corequisite English 110. To access the English 120 CRN in the web version of the Schedule, click on the blue
CRN link for English 110. A new window will appear. Scroll down in this window, and locate the portion labeled Section Corequisites.
The English 120 CRN is the number that follows. 
GREAT BOOKS:
Great Books Curriculum courses include 50% readings from among the Core Authors List of classical works. The English Department
offers GB sections in English 111 and sophomore literature courses. Great Books courses are designated by GB following the course number.
Students who successfully complete 4 or more Great Books courses are eligible for an English Department Award.
THE FOLLOWING ARE ENGLISH SKILLS CLASSES:
English 60, 65, 70, 80, 103 and 109. Credit for English 60, 65, 70 and 80 requires completion of all coursework and eligibility for
English 70, 80, 100 and 103 respectively. Credit for English 60A, 65A, 70A and 80A requires completion of all coursework.
THE MULTICULTURAL ENGLISH TRANSFER (MET) PROGRAM:
Offers a multicultural, multidisciplinary curriculum in designated sections of English 60, 65, 70, 80,100, 103, 110 and 111 for students
wanting to transfer or to complete certificate/degree programs. Each MET section has the designator MET immediately after its ticket number.

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CALIFORNIA NONRESIDENT TUITION EXEMPTION
For Eligible California High School Graduates (The law passed by the Legislature in 2001 as AB540) 

General Information 
Any student other than a nonimmigrant alien who meets all of the following requirements shall be exempt from paying
nonresident tuition at the California Community Colleges, the California State University and the University of California
(all public colleges and universities in California).

Requirements 

• The student must have attended a high school (public or private) in California for three or more years. 

• The student must have graduated from a California high school or attained the equivalent prior to the start of the term (for example,
passing the GED or California High School Proficiency Exam). 

• An alien student who is without lawful immigration status must file an affidavit with the college or university stating that he or she
has filed an application to legalize his or her immigration status, or will file an application as soon as he or she is eligible to do so. 

• Students who are nonimmigrants [for example, those who hold F (student) visas, B (visitor) visas, etc.] are not eligible for this
exemption. 

• The student must file an exemption request, including a signed affidavit, with the college that indicates the student has met all
applicable conditions described above. Student information obtained in this process is strictly confidential unless disclosure is required
under law. 

• Students eligible for this exemption who are transferring to another California public college or university must submit a new request
(and documentation, if required) to each college under consideration. 

• Nonresident students meeting the criteria will be exempted from the payment of nonresident tuition, but they will not be classified as
California residents. They continue to be “nonresidents.” 

• AB540 does not provide student financial aid eligibility for undocumented alien students. These students remain ineligible for state and
federal financial aid. 

Procedures for Requesting this Exemption from Nonresident Tuition
California Community Colleges

Complete the form on the next page. Submit it to the Admissions Office at the community college where you are
enrolled or intend to enroll. You may be required to submit additional documentation. Call the college Admissions
Office if you have questions. 

University of California
The University of California (UC) system has its own nonresident tuition exemption application and affidavit form, 
but it will accept the exemption request form used by the California Community Colleges and the California State
University. Your campus has established deadlines for submission of exemption requests; however, requests are not to be 
submitted until you have been admitted to a UC campus. Some students, such as transfer, graduate and professional students,
also must submit their official high school transcripts; check with your campus for specific instructions. Once you are
determined to be eligible for the exemption, you will continue to receive it as long as you fulfill the eligibility requirements
or until the University no longer offers this exemption. The exemption covers the Nonresident Tuition Fee and the Educational
Fee differential charged to nonresident students. Applying for the exemption does not alter your responsibility to pay by
the campus deadline any nonresident tuition and associated fees that may be due before your eligibility is determined.
